COLONIAL OAK WATER CO. BOARD MEETING ZOOM REMOTE MEETING March 19, 2025
There was no business discussed in a Closed Session meeting. The company meeting was called to order at 7:01 pm. Those in attendance were the board members: Jim Vocelka, Mary Barrett, Rita Reynolds, and Craig Sherod. There were 4 members joining, Martha Strong, John Strong, John Kermott, and Allan Caughey. The minutes from the Dec. 11, 2024, meeting had already been read and approved by the Board, so we bypassed reading them. Mary moved approval of them, and Craig seconded. 
Financials 
The balance in our account is $46,369.71. There is $17,007.63 in the contingency fund, and income for the quarter is $13,037.50.  We have had expenses of $6,254.91 to date. 2 shareholders have not paid for this quarter, which totals $450.00, and 1 shareholder unpaid for 2 quarters - $495.00.
New Business
We are still working on ideas to combat our nitrate problem. The County is emphatic that we do something constructive about it. We do not like the option they suggested – combining Oak Heights and Colonial Oak Water companies by installing the pipes needed to bring Oak Heights wells’ water to our well site and installing a nitrate treatment facility. The upkeep of that facility at a cost of $90 per month for each of our members is not acceptable. Jeff checked into the costs of installing RO or Point of Use units in each member’s home, It averaged $1,475 for a 30 galloon unit or $1,675 for a 50 galloon unit, and the cost of the filters per year would be about $100 per home.
Another option we are seriously considering is working with a neighbor on Tustin that has a well close to our Karen Ave. members’ homes Our thoughts are that we could use his well, taking over full maintenance of it, and giving him free water. His property is large enough and he wishes to split it into 2 more homes. His well measures 5 on nitrates and pumps 5 gallons per minute. Craig and Jeff are getting with Cliff of Dougherty’s to verify the connection would work, blending his water with our water to lower the nitrate level. We would also need to work with an engineer to be sure it would work connecting there at Karen or would we have to run a pipe up to the tanks to get the proper blending of water. The other option would be for us to drill another completely new well, for about $120,000. Please discuss with your neighbors and let us know your feelings, and/or any other ideas. Please send us an email as we need your input.
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The next Board meeting will be June 18, 2025, at 7:00 pm. It will be a zoom meeting. We would still like to have an in-person meeting soon, any suggestions? We could also include the Zoom feature so that others could join.  
The meeting was adjourned at 7:48 pm. Rita moved, and Mary seconded it.
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
